SECURITY UPDATE

This month, our security report from the Dallas police shows a remarkable improvement from 
a year ago.  Just one BMV (Burglary Motor Vehicle) is the only thing on the police recorded 
for the month!  (And a large number of security system false alarms.) That shows that you 
are removing valuables and garage door openers from your cars far more consistently – and 
setting your home alarms far more often. But I suspect that a few of the false alarms weren’t 
really false at all, but caused the burglars’ feet to outrun the patrol cars sent to check out the 
alarm. If burglars keep seeing our neighborhood as a harder target, they’ll keep going else-
where and this lower crime trend will continue.

We had a good turnout for the annual homeowner’s association meeting. I covered the de-
sign of our security camera system. The design is done and we were able to do a really good 
design for about 1/5th of the original budget by using a recently announced electronic camera 
with built-in processor and wideband modem. I hoped to have the first camera installed by

now, but am still waiting for the software to be updated for this new camera. Our developer in 
Hungary has spent 2 months on it so far, against his original 2 week estimate. The good news 
is that he’s doing the necessary work for a fixed price of $1000, so our costs don’t increase. 
For you software folks, he’s fighting an upgrade in an operating system which now requires a 
code audit and digital signature before new 3rd party code will run on the platform. I’m ready to 
get the stuff installed but am holding off on spending any of the hardware money till I’ve seen 
all of the parts working properly on our test system. Will keep you updated. The presence of 
security cameras and signs in both English and Spanish cause a consistent drop in crime rate 
for neighborhoods.

As you start gearing up for Christmas, remember that all the goodies under the tree or left 
in your car represent a great discount shopping opportunity for burglars Christmas lists too 
– and folks driving through looking at all the lights sometimes decide to come back as home 
or car burglars.  Now would be a good time to remember how to set your house alarms, and 
renew your security system’s monitoring service. Usually your homeowner’s insurance dis-
count for having a monitored security system far exceeds the cost of the monitoring service, 
so you’ll make a profit by signing up. For those who are not yet members, please join us in re-
ducing your crime rate. We have good initiatives in security that we aren’t doing because our 
membership is stuck at 430 members. I’d sure appreciate it if a pile of the 200+ non-paying 
homeowners would sign up this month so we can increase patrols for the holiday season and 
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do a few of the additional items discussed in the homeowner’s meeting. As I reported, I’ve 
found two neighborhoods in our area with Zero Crime for the past 10 years. We should strive 
to get there too. Thanks in advance.

CODE & TRAFFIC

Thank you for the vote of confidence allowing me to serve another year on the Board of Direc-
tors of the BTNHA.  Again I have accepted the position of Chairperson of Code and Traffic.  At 
the October organizational meeting I discussed my efforts over the last two years investigat-
ing large projects to determine feasibility; also problem situations that residents would like to 
see fixed.  As you know, those of us on the board are volunteers who serve the neighborhood 
in a part-time capacity.  Many of our efforts progress over a longer time than may be desir-
able. Over the last two years, the big projects I looked into include:

Noise barriers along the Tollway in the vicinity of our neighborhood•	
Sidewalks on Spyglass Drive•	
Speed humps on several neighborhood streets•	
Additional speed limit signs throughout the neighborhood•	
Gates at neighborhood entrances to keep out cut through traffic•	

For various reasons, these projects were determined not presently feasible.  It has been an 
interesting learning experience on my part.  My real accomplishments from the perspective 
of BTN Code and Traffic include trouble shooting issues neighbors have with one another.  
Though small, I hope my efforts have a made a positive difference to those who asked for my 
help.  Yet I have not given up on large ideas.  The one currently working in my mind is facilitat-
ing a neighborhood park on a section of the Church land at the end of  Muirfield Drive. Wish 
me luck.

Street Lights

With daylight savings time over for another year, our street lighting becomes more important 
as darkness falls so much earlier than in the summer.  On a recent walk around the neighbor-
hood we noticed that several street lights were not working.

We did a little research and found out how to get them repaired.  In total there were 10 lights 
that were out and have since been fixed.
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BULK TRASH INFORMATION

Bulk trash pickup dates for the following months are the first full week of the month that be-
gins with Monday:
		
Week of Dec. 3rd

Bulk trash cannot be put on the street curb any earlier than Thursday at 5pm before the 
scheduled pickup week. It must be in place by Monday at 7am; however, the trash will not be 
picked up until the scheduled pickup week between Monday and Saturday.

However if you notice a street light that is not working, here is how to go about having it re-
paired:

Make as note of the street address closest to the light pole
Every light pole has a five digit number.  Make a note of the number
Call 311 which is Dallas non-emergency services during normal business hours.
Follow the prompts until you get a real live person. Give them the above information
The light should be repaired with a week or so.

Help keep our neighborhood safe by keeping it well lit!
